Dear Parishioners :

1. “ Beloved Community” and “Welcome
Table”

On Saturday, February 24, from 9:00 AM to
11:30 AM, Holy Savior Church will be hosting
a discussion and dialogue on Father Brian
Massengale’s Book, Racism in the Catholic
Church. Fr. Massengale’s book is a balanced
and informed look at the general culture of
American and how the Catholic Church can
move forward in bringing together ‘beloved
communities” by a more careful look at the

coming and adding to the discussion and
dialogue.

2. The Season of Lent is, | believe, the
most important six weeks in the entire
Liturgical and calendar year. It is a time of
reflection and meditation on the passion,
death, and resurrection of our Lord and
Savior Jesus Christ. It is a time to die to
self in order to live more fully our Christian
lives, first bestowed upon us in baptism. It
is time to begin preparing for these
important weeks by asking the Holy Spirit
to show us the way through more prayer,
more fasting, and more acts of charity. The
fast laws of the Church are as follows:

ABSTINENCE: All who have reached their
14th birthday are to abstain from eating
meat on Ash Wednesday and on all
Fridays during Lent.

FASTING: All those who are 18 and older,
until their 59th birthday, are to fast on Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday. Only one full
meal is allowed on days of fast. Two other
meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be
taken according to one’s needs. But,
together, they should not equal a full meal.
Eating between meals is not permitted, but
liquids are allowed.

3. STATIONS OF THE CROSS is every
Friday at 6PM during Lent.
